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Fox Hunt

August 19, 2004

1 The hunt is open to anyone interested.  Teams may include any number of participants.  Teams of two are encouraged.  Each team must include at least one licensed amateur radio operator.  Each team should bring a detailed Hillsdale County map for their own use.  Chamber of Commerce maps are available at locations throughout the county.

2 The Fox will hide only in an area that is accessible to the public without the payment of an admission fee, and within 100 feet of a point normally accessible by car.

3 The hunt will start at the downtown park in Jonesville near the main office.  All team members must report to the starting location.

4 Registration will begin at 6:30 PM.  Each team will receive a copy of the rules and a map indicating the hunt area.  The Hunt Master will review rules, frequencies, synchronize clocks/watches and take questions starting at 6:45 PM.  The first transmission from the Fox will be at 7:00 PM.  The last transmission from the Fox will be at 8:25 PM.  The Fox Hunt will end at 8:30 PM.

5 The Fox will transmit on 147.420 MHz simplex.

6 The Fox will be hidden within a 5 mile radius from the intersection of M 99 North and US 12 in Jonesville. The Fox will not move once the hunt begins.

7 The Fox operator may or may not be at the location of the Fox transmitter.

8 The Hunt Master will be monitoring the Hillsdale repeater (147.06 MHz + 100 PL).

9 The Fox will transmit for one minute followed by 4 minutes of silence.  All transmissions will take place at 5 minute intervals beginning at 7:00 PM, 7:05, 7:10, etc.

10 The Fox may change power settings during the hunt.

11 The Fox will not announce that hunters are in the area or that any teams have found the Fox.

12 The Fox will have on it, or as nearby as possible, removable tags each containing a sequential number starting at 1.

13 As each team finds the Fox transmitter, they should discreetly and quietly take the lowest numbered tag, return to the starting point, complete the required information on the tag and turn it in to the Hunt Master to be recorded.  If a team finds the Fox and there are no tags remaining, that means that at all tags have been found and they should return to the starting point tagless.

14 When the Fox is located, the team locating it should not mention anything on the air or otherwise tell others where the Fox is located.

15 The person or team with tag number 1 tag will be the winner of the hunt.

16 When the allotted time has expired, an announcement will be made on the Fox frequency that the hunt has concluded and that all participants should return to the starting point.

17 When all participants have gathered at the starting point, the location of the FOX will be announced to all.
